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Rachel Monosov questions power structures, the meaning of freedom, and space in relation to movement in
her multidisciplinary practice with a focus on the relationship between body action and stillness.

In Dead Earth, A Place of No Escape, Monosov threads together how geopolitical power struggles take shape
by control of land and resources, implementing nationally or racially segregated labor, manipulating
locations of ruins, transforming them into forests, and denying recognition of native land rights through legal
means. The work comments on the broader notion that certain actions require a period of stillness and
contemplation, even if it means letting go of existing crops and methods to pave the way for new growth of
alternatives. As Mahmood Mamdani wrote, “One can be only the oppressor or the oppressed, the majority or
the minority, the nation or the other.”

Dead Earth, A Space of No Escape consists of a sculptural installation activated by performative
interventions choreographed by the artist in collaboration with performers Camilla Brogaard, Rachell Bo
Clark, and the opera singer Julia Shelkovskaia.

Tn Dead Earth, A Place of No Escape (Pamant mort, un loc fara scipare ), Monosov impleteste modul in care
luptele geopolitice pentru putere se concretizeaza prin controlul terenurilor si resurselor, instrumentalizarea
muncii segregate la nivel national sau rasial, manipularea locatiilor ruinelor prin transformarea acestora in
paduri si negarea recunoasterii drepturilor nativilor la pamant prin mijloace legale. Lucrarea exploreaza
notiunea mai larga a necesitatii unei perioade de liniste si contemplare pentru anumite actiuni, chiar daca
acest lucru inseamna renuntarea la culturile si metodele existente pentru a deschide calea catre cresterea
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alternativelor. Dupa cum a scris Mahmood Mamdani, ,Nu poti fi decat opresorul sau asupritul, majoritatea
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sau minoritatea, natiunea sau celalalt.
